ELECTRIC FLIGHT

Below is attached some comp rules. They have been passed to me to include in this issue. [ assume
that they will form the basis for most of the comps we will be having under the EF heading.

GLIDERS & ELECTRIC A/C FUNFLY EVENING
AND ELECTRIC AIRCRAFT COMPETITION

Competition for any electric model with any number of
the spot. The motor run time is limited to a MAXIMUM of 60 seconds.

The motor run wildl be part of the 5minutes. Each pight
of 300 pts. (5 min. ). Any pight time over 5 min. v
follows :

< lyd of spot = 15pts.

1 to 2yds of spot = 14pts.
14 to 15yds of spot = 1pt.
> 15yds = nil pts.



ELECTRIC WARNING

Dead-stick!

Is something we very rarely hear nowadays due to the majority of club members using electric pow-
ered models, where if a dead-stick occurs in flight then most likely you will have no power to the re-
ceiver and end up with a very messy unscheduled landing.

But back in the days when most members had IC powered models, 'dead-stick' was often heard as a lot
of us either waited for the tell tale splutter from the engine or ran the tank dry before landing. How-
ever, just because dead-stick landings were a more common occurrence, did not mean that they were
uncontrolled descents, in fact very rarely did a dead-stick result in anything but a controlled landing
like any other.

Probably the last time you did a simulated dead-stick landing (reduce throttle to idle) was during your
'A' test and because it was something you were being tested on, you no doubt practised it over and over
again until you got it right.

Even though you may never experience an actual dead-stick with your electric powered model, it is
still something I urge you to practice at least once during each visit to the field. Why? because you
never know when you might be asked to get the model on the ground as quickly and as safely as possi-
ble - just like a simulated dead-stick landing.

We are very fortunate to have Wilden as a flying field, but because it is almost on a plateau it also
means that we have the occasional full size aircraft flying low over the field which necessitates all pi-
lots to land their models as quickly and as safely as possible — just like a dead-stick landing.

So next time you are happily flying around, think to yourself 'what would I do if I lost the engine right
now' and try a dead-stick landing. You might even enjoy it!
